Women in the Geosciences Day -
Thursday Oct 15th

Each year AGI organizes Earth Science Week, the geoscience community’s
premier public awareness campaign, to promote understanding of the Earth
sciences and encourage stewardship of natural resources. Since its inception
more than a decade ago, the annual celebration has grown significantly.
More than 20 million people learned about the geosciences, and the
campaign, through Earth Science Week in 2008.

This year, AWG, in conjunction with AGI, is proposing to initiate a “Women
in the Geosciences Day” which will take place on the Thursday of each Earth
Science Week (the second full week of each October). October 15 will be the
2009 Women in the Geosciences Day.

The Minnesota Chapter has coordinated a geoscience activity for a local troop of Girl
Scouts to tour an active dolostone quarry. The scouts will be learning what a geoscientist
is and how they can find out more about them. Here are some other suggested activities
for how you can participate:

e Invite a female geoscientist as a colloquium/lecture series speaker on October 15
(or as close as possible to Oct 15th)

e Visit your local high school to talk about what Geoscientists do

e Organize events with female speakers at a local museum

e QOrganize a Girl Scouts/Boys Scouts event for Rocks Rock badges

e Take a 4H group on a field trip to look at rocks, minerals, soils, etc.
